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DIRECTORS’ REVIEW

The Directors present unaudited accounts of the Gompany for the period ended March 31,
2010, in compliance with requirements of Section 245 of the Companies Ordinance, 1984.

OPERATING AND FINANCIAL RESULTS

During the period under review, the Company's spinning divisions performed extremely well
due to increased demand for yarn and improved market prices. Profitability was augmented
by use of relatively low-cost raw material. Several factors contributed to higher yarn prices
which included continued economic recovery, reduction in local and global spinning capacity
and shortages in the availability of raw cotton. Enhanced demand from China contributed
in a2 major manner to the spiraling yarn prices.

The Company's cloth divisions were negatively affected by the extremely high yarn rates.
Higher input prices along with increase in other costs proved detrimental to the performance
of the cloth divisions. However, renewed and increased interest by some of the Company's
major customers resulted in higher capacity utilization which somewhat offset the effect
of higher yarn prices. Capacity utilization is now close to 100% in the processing and made-
up sections. Improved level of capacity utilization is expected to be sustained for the
foreseeable future. Pakistan continues to be a competitive and reliable supplier of home
textiles and the Company maintains a positive outlook as it has a healthy order book going
forward.

The Company made an after-tax profit of Rs. 176.473 million for the nine months under
review (corresponding period last year loss of Rs. 266.616 million) with the bulk of the
profitability coming from the two spinning divisions. The performance of the weaving division
has been satisfactory in spite of increasing yarn prices and the processing and made up
divisions could have shown a larger loss had it not been for improved capacity utilization.

Sales for the period under review amounted to Rs. 7,491.156 million (Rs. 6,242.018 million
for the corresponding period last year) resulting in gross profit generation of Rs. 1,373.148
million (Rs. 992.527 million for the corresponding period last year). Operating profit before
adjusting for financial costs was Rs. 1,017.329 million (Rs. 605.361 million for the
corresponding period last year). After adjusting for financial costs of Rs. 808.520 million
(Rs. 993.620 million for the corresponding period last year), the Company earned a pre-
tax profit of Rs. 208.809 million (compared to loss of Rs. 388.259 million for the
corresponding period last year). The turnaround in the financial results shows a positive
picture going forward.

FUTURE OUTLOOK

Due to shortages in worldwide spinning capacity and raw material availability, the Company
expects yarn rates to remain firm and the spinning divisions will continue to show satisfactory
levels of profitability. The Company continues to invest in compact spinning and other
technologies that allow it to offset some of the high cost of raw material.

In order to increase efficiency in the cloth divisions, the Company plans to automate
significant portions of its made-up capacity. This will have the effect of reducing costs while
simultaneously mitigating the effect of wage increases that are expected to be announced
in the next budget.

The Company expects to see further improved performance as it continues to become an
increasingly reliable supplier to major customers as demonstrated by the expanded interest
in the Company's products from several important buyers.

With a view to expand the shareholder's equity and to invest additional capital in the
Company's subsidiary, Maple Leaf Cement Factory Limited, the Directors have recommended,
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subject to approval by the shareholders in an extra ordinary general body meeting to be
held on 3 May 2010, an increase in the paid up capital of the Company by an additional
Rs. one billion by issue of shares at par value other than by rights. This infusion of fresh
capital will strengthen the balance sheet and provide a broader footing for the Company to
arrange additional working capital lines so direly needed to finance the increasing turnover
of the Company.

The Directors have also decided to reduce the Company's borrowings with a view to reducing
its interest costs by selling/disposing non-core assets, in particular surplus land held by it
at Raiwind and Lahore, in a transparent manner by advertisement in the press. It is hoped
that this will have a salutary effect going forward.

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SELECTED NOTES TO THE UNCONSOLIDATED CONDENSED INTERIM

1. THE COMPANY AND ITS OPERATIONS

Kohinoor Textile Mills Limited is a public limited company incorporated in Pakistan
under the Companies Act, 1913 (now Companies Ordinance, 1984) and is listed on
the Karachi, Lahore and Islamabad Stock Exchanges. The registered office of the
Company is situated at 42 Lawrence Road, Lahore. The principal activity of the
Company is manufacturing of yarn and cloth, processing and home textile and trading
textile products.

2. BASIS OF PREPARATION

This unconsolidated condensed interim financial information has been presented in
condensed form in accordance with the International Accounting Standard (IAS 34)
“Interim Financial Reporting" as applicable in Pakistan and notified by the Securities
and Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECP). This unconsolidated condensed
interim financial information is un-audited and is being submitted to the shareholders
in accordance with the requirements of section 245 of the Companies Ordinance,
1984. This unconsolidated condensed interim financial information should be read
in conjunction with the annual financial statements of the Company for the year ended
30 June 2009.

3. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies and methods of computations adopted for the preparation
of this unconsolidated condensed interim financial information are the same as applied
in the preparation of the financial statements for the preceding audited annual published
financial statements of the Company for the year ended 30 June 2009 except for the
change as stated below:

Change in Accounting Policy

During the nine months ended 31 March 2010, the Company has changed its
accounting policy for valuation of freehold land from cost model to reviauation model.
Free hold land is now stated at revalued amount. Previously, freehold land was stated
at cost. The effect of revlauation of freehold land has been dealt in accordance with
the requirements of International Accounting Standard (IAS) 16 "Property, plant and
equipment". Had there been no change in this accounting policy, property, plant and
equipment would have been lower by Rupees 2,410.233 million.

The following amendments to published approved accounting standards and standards
relevant to the Company have been adopted in the current period:

IFRS 8 — "Operating segment" introduces the “management approach” for segment
reporting. It requires presentation and disclosure of segment information based on
internal reports regularly reviewed by the Company's chief operating decision maker
in order to assess each segment's performance and to allocate resources to them.
The Adoption of IFRS 8 has resulted in certain additional disclosures in the unconsolidated
condensed interim financial information.

Segment reporting
The following accounting policy has been adopted during the period:

Operating segments are reported in a manner consistent with the internal reporting
provided to the chief operating decision maker. The chief operating decision maker,
who is responsible for allocating resources and assessing performance of the operating
segments, has been identified as the steering committee that makes strategic decisions.

IAS 1 (Revised) 'Presentation of Financial Statements'. The revised standard prohibits
the presentation of items of income and expenses (that is, 'non-owner changes in
equity') in the statement of changes in equity, requiring ‘non-owner changes in equity'
to be presented separately from owner changes in equity. All 'non-owner changes in
equity' are required to be shown in performance statement. Companies can choose
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whether to present one performance statement (the statement of comprehensive
income) or two statements (profit and loss account and statement of comprehensive
income). The Company has preferred to present two statements; a profit and loss
account and a statement of comprehensive income. In this unconsolidated condensed
interim financial information, comparative information has been re-presented in
conformity with the revised standard. Since this change in accounting policy only
impacts presentation aspects, there is no impact on earnings per share.

In addition to above, there are other new standards and amendments to published
approved accounting standards which are mandatory for financial statements for
annual periods beginning on or after 01 January 2009 and are also relevant to the
Company. However, the adoption of these new standards and amendments to standards
did not have any significant impact on this unconsolidated condensed interim financial
information of the Company, therefore, are not analyzed in detail.

CRITICAL ACCOUNTING ESTIMATES AND JUDGEMENTS

The preparation of this unconsolidated condensed interim financial information in
conformity with the approved accounting standards requires the use of certain critical
accounting estimates. It also requires the management to exercise its judgment in the
process of applying the Company's accounting policies. Estimates and judgments
are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors,
including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the
circumstances.

During preparation of this unconsolidated condensed interim financial information,
the significant judgments made by the management in applying the Company’s
accounting policies and the key sources of estimation and uncertainty were the same
as those that applied in the preceding audited annual published financial statements
of the company for the year ended 30 June 2009.

THE COMPANY AND ITS OPERATIONS
Parent Company

Kohinoor Textile Mills Limited ("the Parent Company") is a public limited company
incorporated in Pakistan under the Companies Act, 1913 (now Companies Ordinance,
1984) and is listed on the Karachi, Lahore and Islamabad Stock Exchanges. The
registered office of the Company is situated at 42 Lawrence Road, Lahore. The
principal activity of the Parent Company is manufacturing of yarn and cloth, processing
and home textile and trading textile products.

Subsidiary Company

Maple Leaf Cement Factory Limited ("the Subsidiary") is a public limited company,
incorporated in Pakistan under the Companies Act, 1913 (now Companies Ordinance,
1984) and is listed on the Karachi, Lahore and Islamabad Stock Exchanges.The
registered office of the Subsidiary is situated at 42-Lawrence Road, Lahore.The
principal activity of the Subsidiary is production and sale of cement.

BASIS OF PREPARATION

This consolidated condensed interim financial information has been presented in
condensed form in accordance with the International Accounting Standard (IAS 34)
"Interim Financial Reporting" as applicable in Pakistan and notified by the Securities
and Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECP). This consolidated condensed interim
financial information is unaudited and is being submitted to the shareholders in
accordance with the requirements of section 245 of the Companies Ordinance, 1984.
This consolidated condensed interim financial information should be read in conjunction
with the annual financial statements of the Group for the year ended 30 June 2009.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies and methods of computations adopted for the preparation
of this consolidated condensed interim financial information are the same as applied
in the preparation of the financial statements for the preceding audited annual published
financial statements of the Group for the year ended 30 June 2009 except for the
change in accounting policy of the Parent Company as stated below:

Change in Accounting Policy

During the nine months ended 31 March 2010, the Parent Company has changed its
accounting policy for valuation of freehold land from cost model to reviauation model.
Free hold land is now stated at revalued amount. Previously, freehold land was stated
at cost. The effect of revlauation of freehold land has been dealt in accordance with
the requirements of International Accounting Standard (IAS) 16 "Property, plant and
equipment". Had there been no change in this accounting policy, property, plant and
equipment would have been lower by Rupees 2,410.233 million.

The following amendments to published approved accounting standards and standards
relevant to the Group have been adopted in the current period:

IFRS 8 — "Operating segment" introduces the “management approach” for segment
reporting. It requires presentation and disclosure of segment information based on
internal reports regularly reviewed by the Company's chief operating decision maker
in order to assess each segment's performance and to allocate resources to them.
The Adoption of IFRS 8 has resulted in certain additional disclosures in the unconsolidated
condensed interim financial information.

Segment reporting

The following accounting policy has been adopted during the period:

Operating segments are reported in a manner consistent with the internal reporting
provided to the chief operating decision maker. The chief operating decision maker,
who is responsible for allocating resources and assessing performance of the operating
segments, has been identified as the steering committee that makes strategic decisions.
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IAS 1 (Revised) 'Presentation of Financial Statements'. The revised standard prohibits
the presentation of items of income and expenses (that is, 'non-owner changes in
equity') in the statement of changes in equity, requiring ‘non-owner changes in equity'
to be presented separately from owner changes in equity. All 'non-owner changes in
equity' are required to be shown in performance statement. Companies can choose
whether to present one performance statement (the statement of comprehensive
income) or two statements (profit and loss account and statement of comprehensive
income). The Group has preferred to present two statements; a profit and loss account
and a statement of comprehensive income. In this consolidated condensed interim
financial information, comparative information has been re-presented in conformity
with the revised standard. Since this change in accounting policy only impacts
presentation aspects, there is no impact on earnings per share.

In addition to above, there are other new standards and amendments to published
approved accounting standards which are mandatory for financial statements for
annual periods beginning on or after 01 January 2009 and are also relevant to the
Group. However, the adoption of these new standards and amendments to standards
did not have any significant impact on this consolidated condensed interim financial
information of the Group, therefore, are not analyzed in detail.

CRITICAL ACCOUNTING ESTIMATES AND JUDGEMENTS

The preparation of this consolidated condensed interim financial information in
conformity with the approved accounting standards requires the use of certain critical
accounting estimates. It also requires the management to exercise its judgment in the
process of applying the Group's accounting policies. Estimates and judgments are
continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors, including
expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances.

During preparation of this consolidated condensed interim financial information, the
significant judgments made by the management in applying the Group’s accounting
policies and the key sources of estimation and uncertainty were the same as those
that applied in the preceding audited annual published financial statements of the
Group for the year ended 30 June 2009.

During the period under review, the Parent Company has entered into supplimental
to its syndicated term finance facility agreement where by the repayment
schedule of the purchase price has been modified thereby increasing the tenor
of loan by one year.

During the period, the Subsidiary received final disbursement from Habib Bank
Limited against term finance facility of Rs. 1.160 billion (equivalent to Japanese
Yens 1.974 billion approximately) to finance the Waste Heat Recovery Plant.
The tenor of this finance facility is six years including a grace period of two
years. The principal balance of this finance facility will be repaid in nine equal
semi-annual installments. This finance facility carries mark-up at the rate of
6-months KIBOR plus 1.5% per annum payable on quarterly basis.

The Subsidiary, during the current period, has obtained an additional finance
facility of Rs. 500 million from Habib Bank Limited (HBL) to finance the gap in
one of Sight LC (for import of waste heat recovery plant). The tenor of facility
is five year with a grace period of one year. The principal balance of facility is
repayable in nine equal semi annual installments commencing June, 2010. The
facility carries mark up at the rate of 6-Months KIBOR plus 2.5% per annum.
