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Financial Statements

Your Directors are pleased to present un-audited accounts of the Company for the period ended
September 30, 2007.

The Company suffered a pre-tax loss of Rs. 45.618 million during the period July-September,
2007 after accounting for financial charges of Rs. 118.407 million and depreciation charges of
Rs. 112.830 million. However, the Company earned a post tax profit of Rs. 2.518 million after
adjustment of deferred tax during the period under review. The pre-tax profit was recorded at Rs.
101.698 million during the corresponding period last year.

The crisis in cement sector aggravated during the first quarter under review due to over supply
in the market with new capacities coming on line. The major factor has been increasing pressure
on cement prices caused by competition from new capacity seeking market share by selling
goods below cost. Increase in coal price has also increased the production cost which has
negatively impacted the results.

Progress of ongoing projects

By the Grace of Allah, the expansion project of grey cement 6,700 tpd clinker capacity
based on most modern dry process technology has become operational and is under trial
production. This line is expected to go in commercial production in near future. As a result
of expansion, total annual grey clinker capacity of the Company will increase from 1.50
million tons to 3.51 million tons.

The work on augmentation of power generation plant, which is part of the above expansion
project, is already under production.

The Directors place on record their appreciation to executives and staff of the Company for hard
work and cooperation for achieving the laid down targets.

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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
FOR THE PERIOD ENDED SEPTEMBER 30, 2007
(Un-Audited)
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1. The Company and its Operations

Maple Leaf Cement Factory Limited was incorporated under the Companies Ordinance,
1984 as public company Limited by shares and is listed on stock exchanges in Pakistan.
It is engaged in production and sale of cement. The Company is subsidiary of the Kohinoor
Textile Mills Limited.

2. Basis of Preparation

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of
International Accounting Standard 34 (Interim Financial Reporting) as applicable in Pakistan,
in all material respects. These financial statements are unaudited and are being submitted
to the shareholders as required by section 245 of the Companies Ordinance, 1984, the
Listing Regulations of the Stock Exchanges of Pakistan and as required by the Code of
Corporate Governance.

The present accounting policies and critical accounting estimates requiring management
to exercise judgment adopted for the preparation of these financial statements are the same
as those applied in the preparation of the preceding annual financial statements of the
Company for the year ended 30 June, 2007.

3. Long Term Loan and Finances - Secured

3.1 Long term finance facility of Rs. 4.8 billion availed from a syndicate of commercial
banks and development finance institutions ( i.e National Bank of Pakistan, Habib Bank
Limited, Allied Bank Limited, Faysal Bank Limited, PICIC Commercial Bank Limited,
The Bank of Punjab and Saudi Pak Industrial and Agricultural Investment Company
(Pvt) Limited for financing the ongoing expansion project of 6700 tpd clinker capacity.

3.2 The Company has raised Syndicate term finance facility of Rs. 2.0 billion for financing
the capital expenditure requirement of grey cement project. The syndicate comprise
of Allied Bank Limited, Pak Libya Holding Company (Pvt.), KASB  Bank Limited, Bank
of Khyber, Saudi Pak Industrial and Agricultural Investment  Company (Pvt.) Limited
and Pak Oman Investment Company Limited .

3.3 The Company has also raised Syndicate term finance facility of Rs. 1.0 billion for
financing its capital expenditure requirement. The syndicate comprise of Allied Bank
Limited, MCB Bank Limited, Habib Bank Limited, The Hongkong & Shanghai Banking
Corporation Limited, The Bank of Punjab, Soneri Bank Limited, Pak Libya Holding
Company (Pvt.) Limited and First Women Bank Limited.

4. Short Term Finances - Secured

Short term finance facilities available from various commercial banks under mark-up
arrangements aggregate Rs. 3.405 billion (30 June, 2007: Rs. 2.305 billion). Facilities
available for opening letters of credit / guarantee  aggregate Rs. 2.305 billion (30 June,
2007: Rs. 2.305 billion). The aggregate facilities are secured against charge on all present
and future current assets of the Company, lien on import documents and personal guarantees
of some of the directors. These facilities, during the period, carried mark-up at the rates
ranging from 10.26% to 12.13% per annum; payable on quarterly basis and are expiring
on various dates by 31 July, 2008.
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5. Contingencies and Commitments

5.1 There has been no significant change in the contingencies since the date of preceding
published annual financial statements.

5.2 Guarantees issued by various commercial banks, in respect of financial and operational
obligations of the Company, to various institutions and corporate bodies aggregate
Rs. 261.061 million (30 June, 2007:  Rs. 261.061 million).

5.3 Commitments against capital expenditure as at 30 September, 2007 were for Rs.
268.200 million (30 June, 2007: Rs. 268.200 million).

5.4 Commitments against irrevocable letters of credit outstanding as at 30 September,
2007 were for Rs. 1,410.17 million (30 June, 2007: Rs. 380.571 million).
