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DIRECTORS’ REVIEW

The Directors of your Company are pleased to present a review of the un-audited results for the
half year ended December 31, 2007.

The Company sold 861,426 metric tons grey cement and 31,314 metric tons white cement during
the six months July-December, 2007 against sales in the corresponding period last year of
719,475 metric tons grey cement and 19,846 metric tons white cement. Production of grey
cement during July-December, 2007 was 759,396 metric tons and white cement 29,250 metric
tons.

The above quantitative growth of sales was mainly attributable to addition of 6,700 tpd grey
clinker capacity which commenced commercial production from November 01, 2007, as well
as, increase in demand of white cement due to exports during the period under review. Overall
capacity utilisation during the period under report amounted to 56% as compared to the
corresponding period at 87% due to increase in total capacity as a result of addition of 6,700
tpd plant.

The Company recorded pre-tax loss of Rs. 468.093 million during the period July-December,
2007 after accounting for financial charges of Rs. 534.287 million and accounting depreciation
Rs. 338.001 million against the corresponding period last year when pre-tax profit was recorded
at Rs. 9.935 million.

The Company suffered pre-tax loss of Rs. 422.475 million during the 2nd quarter of the financial
year as compared to pre-tax loss of Rs. 91.763 million for the corresponding period last year.
The loss was mainly due to low cement prices in the market, high financial cost and charge of
depreciation of 6,700 tpd line to profit and loss account.

1. Maple Leaf Cement Factory Limited was incorporated in Pakistan on 13 April, 1960 under
the Companies Act, 1913 (now the Companies Ordinance, 1984) as a public company
limited by shares and was listed on Stock Exchanges in Pakistan on 17 August, 1994. The
registered office of the Company is situated at 42-Lawrence Road, Lahore, Pakistan. The
Company is a Subsidiary of Kohinoor Textile Mills Limited and is engaged in production and
sale of cement.

2. This condensed interim financial information has been prepared in accordance with the
requirements of International Accounting Standard 34 (Interim Financial Reporting) and has
been reviewed by the external Auditors as required by the Code of Corporate Governance.

3. This condensed interim financial information does not include all the information required
for full financial statements and should be read in conjunction with the preceding published
annual financial statements of the Company for the year ended 30 June, 2007.

4. The accounting policies adopted for the preparation of this condensed interim financial
information are the same as those applied in preparation of the preceding published annual
financial statements of the Company for the year ended 30 June, 2007.

5.  The significant judgment, estimates and assumptions used by the management in preparation
of this condensed interim financial information are the same as those applied to the preceding
published annual financial statements of the Company for the year ended 30 June, 2007.

6. Hedging Reserve

The Company, during the current period, has entered into a further derivative cross currency
interest rate swap agreement with Standard Chartered Bank (Pakistan) Limited to hedge for
the possible adverse interest rate movements on 98% of the Allied Bank Ltd. led Consortium
financing of Rs. 1,000 million (i.e. Rs. 980 million).

The derivative cross currency interest rate swaps that were outstanding as at 31 December,
2007 have been marked to market and the effective unrealised gain aggregating Rs. 288.460
million has been recognised in the statement of changes in equity.
