DIRECTORS’ REVIEW

Your Directors are pleased to present the un-audited results of the Company for the quarter ended
March 31, 2007.

Production of grey and white cement during July - March 2007 amounted to 956,645 and 34,381
metric tons respectively as compared to 1,082,624 and 25,160 metric tons during the corresponding
period last year. Capacity utilization during the period under report amounted to 81% for grey and
29% for white cement (enhanced capacity) as compared to the corresponding period last year
at 92% and 21.3% (enhanced capacity). The reduction in grey cement production was mainly
due to an unfortunate breakdown of the cement mill lasting for more than a month.

The Company sold 948,788 grey and 32,804 metric tons white cement during the period July-
March, 2007 against sales in the corresponding period last year of 1,103,303 metric tons of grey
and 26,295 metric tons of white cement. The decrease in sales volume was caused by unscheduled
stoppage of the cement mill, as explained above.

The Company suffered pre-tax loss of Rs. 24.672 million during the period July-March, 2007
against the corresponding period last year, when pre-tax profit was recorded at Rs. 1,255 million.
Sharp downturn in profitability is reflective of greatly reduced margin owing to price war as new
capacity engaged in a quest for greater market share.

The Company suffered pre-tax loss of Rs. 34.607 million during the 3rd quarter of the financial
year as compared to pre-tax loss of Rs. 91.763 million during the second quarter. The losses
during the current quarter were mainly due to major break down of the cement mill for a period
of more than a month which restricted sales volume. The Company was unable to get the full
benefit of relatively improved cement prices in the greater as buoyant demand was unable to be
met due to reduced output.

The outlook for remainder of the year remains positive on the base of robust growth in demand
witnessed during the current quarter in the local, as well as, export markets in Afghanistan and
India. It now appears that positive economic outlook for the country should help in creating
equilibrium between demand and supply for the entire cement industry.

Progress of ongoing projects

By the Grace of God, the 6700 tpd kiln was fired on March 01, 2007 and trial clinker production
started on March 15, 2007. The plant is still in commissioning stage and is being fine tuned to
achieve design parameters under supervision of the plant suppliers, F.L. Smidth A/S, Denmark.
Work on cement grinding mills and packing plant is in progress. Cold run tests upto cement mill
have been completed. It is expected that the first dispatches from the cement mill should commence
by end May 2007. The second cement mill is expected to commence operations by end June
2007. It is hoped that Commercial production will commence in July 2007, Inshallah. Financial
arrangements including 25% Right Issue & term loans to meet the project cost overruns are in
place.

The work on power generation plant, which is part of the expansion project has been completed
and the generator is in trial production under supervision of the plant suppliers, Wartsila.

NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
FOR THE PERIOD ENDED MARCH 31, 2007
(Un-Audited)

1. The Company and its Operations

Maple Leaf Cement Factory Limited was incorporated under the Companies Ordinance,
1984 as public company Limited by shares and is listed on stock exchanges in Pakistan.
It is engaged in production and sale of cement. The company is subsidiary of the Kohinoor
Textile Mills Limited.

2. Basis of Preparation

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of
International Accounting Standard 34 (Interim Financial Reporting) as applicable in Pakistan,
in all material respects. These financial statements are being submitted to the shareholders
as required by section 245 of the Companies Ordinance, 1984, the Listing Regulations of
the Stock Exchanges of Pakistan.

The present accounting policies and critical accounting estimates requiring management
to exercise judgment adopted for the preparation of these financial statements are the same
as those applied in the preparation of the preceding annual financial statements of the
Company for the year ended 30 June, 2006.

3. Long Term Loans and Finances-Secured

3.1 During the period the company has fully availed a Long term finance facility of
Rs. 4.800 billion from a Syndicate of commercial banks and development finance
institution [i.e. NBP, Habib Bank Limited, Allied Bank Limited (ABL), Faysal Bank
Limited, PICIC Commercial Bank Limited, The Bank of Punjab (BOP) and Saudi Pak
Industrial and Agricultural Investment Company (Pvt.) Limited] for financing the ongoing
expansion project of 6,700 tpd clinker capacity. The loan is repayble in 9 half yearly
installments commencing from August 2007 and carries markup rate of 6-months
Kibor+1.5 %.

3.2 The company  raised syndicated term finance agreement of Rs. 1.00 billion for financing
capital expenditure. The syndicate comprises of ABL, MCB, The Hongkong and
Shanghai Banking Corporation Limited, BOP, Soneri Bank Limited, Pak Libya Holding
Company (Pvt.) Limited and First Women Bank Limited. This facility is repayable in
9 equal half yearly installments commence from November 30, 2007 and carries
mark-up rate of 6-months Kibor+2.00%.

3.3 During the year the company has availed a bridge finance of Rs. 1,350 million from
Allied Bank Limited to finance capital requirements of ongoing grey 6700 tpd cement
project. The loan will be replaced by the consortium of banks subsequent to the year
end. The loan is repayable within 7 month from the date of disbursement and carries
markup at the rate of 6-months Kibor+2.00%

3.4 During the period the company has converted its term finance facility of Rs. 950
million from Allied Bank Ltd. with a syndicate loan agreement of Rs. 950 million. The
syndicate comprises of  Allied Bank Ltd., Soneri Bank Ltd., Pak Libya Holding Company
(Pvt.) Ltd., Saudi Pak Industrial & Agriculture Investment Company (Pvt.) Ltd., MCB
Bank Ltd. First Women Bank Ltd. and Saudi Pak Commercial Bank Ltd. The loan is
repayable in 9 semi annual installments commencing from 24 month of the first draw
down and carries markup at the rate of 6-months Kibor+2.25%.

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3.5 The company has entered in a Ijarah/Lease financing agreement of Rs. 280 million
with Meezan Bank Ltd. to finance the additional capital expenditure requirements of
white cement project. The facility is repayable in 9 equal half yearly installments within
period of 6 years including grace period of 18 months. It carries profit rate of 6-months
Kibor+2.50 %.

4. Short Term Finances - Secured

Short term finance facilities available from various commercial banks under mark-up
arrangements aggregate Rs. 2.290 billion (30 June, 2006: Rs. 1.740 billion). Facilities
available for opening letters of credit / guarantee  aggregate Rs. 1.475 billion (30 June,
2006: Rs. 1.871 billion). The aggregate facilities are secured against charge on all present
and future current assets of the Company, lien on import documents and personal guarantees
of some of the directors. These facilities, during the period, carried mark-up at the rates
ranging from 9.87% to 12.33% per annum on quarterly basis.

5. Contingencies and Commitments

5.1 There has been no significant change in the contingencies since the date of preceding
published annual financial statements.

5.2 Guarantees issued by various commercial banks, in respect of financial and operational
obligations of the Company, to various institutions and corporate bodies aggregate
Rs. 239.183 million (30 June, 2006: Rs. 241.475 million).

5.3 Commitments against capital expenditure as at March 31, 2007 Rs. 493.274 million
(30 June, 2006: Rs. 857.294 million).

5.4 Commitments against irrevocable letters of credit outstanding as at  March 31, 2007
were for Rs. 835.406 million (30 June, 2006: Rs. 944 million).
